SGT. Felix M. Del Greco, Jr. Memorial Scholarship Fund

Bylaws

Objectives:
This scholarship is in the memory of Sgt. Felix M. Del Greco, Jr., an Eagle Scout from Boy Scout Troop 76, Simsbury Connecticut, who gave his life for his country in April 2004 while serving with the Connecticut Army National Guard in Iraq.

Purpose: 

The purpose of the fund is to assist high school seniors of Troop 76 continuing their education by the issuance of financial grants and to stimulate excellence by giving awards to these individuals in recognition of service to the Troop and community.

1. As used in these bylaws, “financial grants” shall signify monetary gifts to such scouts determined to be eligible according to these procedures. 

2. The financial grants are awarded to furnish assistance to Scouts to help further their education. 

a. The financial grants will be awarded primarily on the basis of service to the Troop with consideration of community service, character, special talent and a student in good academic standing. 

b. The eligibility of a Scout for scholarship from other sources shall not disqualify him from receiving a grant from this fund.

c. The extent of the grant to be awarded in any instance shall be keyed to the primary purpose of assisting a student to complete his first year of college, nursing, vocational or technical school.  The amount of any grant shall be governed by the extent of the available funds.  

d. While grants may vary, no single grant shall exceed $1,000 

e. The total amount of the grants awarded for a given year shall not exceed 50% of the amount available.

f. The recipient of the grant must use the funds within the year immediately following graduation from high school.  The purpose of the grant is that it be used towards the tuition. 

Scholarship Award Timeline and Selection:
1. The Chairperson of the Trustees will email letters to senior Scouts informing them of the scholarship in October. 

2. Applications are available on the Troop 76 Web site and will be accepted from February 15th to April 15th.

3. Completed applications must be post marked by April 15th and returned to the Scholarship Committee Chairperson. 

4. The Troop 76 Scoutmaster will provide a list of eligible senior Scouts by April 1st to the Scholarship Committee Chairperson.

5. The Scholarship Committee will meet by May 15th to review received applications and make selections. 

a. The Scholarship Selection Committee shall consist of the following: 

i. The 5 Trustees of the Scholarship Fund 

ii. The current Scoutmaster of Troop 76 (who will be a non voting member)

b. A quorum must be present at the selection meeting.  A quorum will consist of three trustees.  

c. The Chairperson of the Trustees shall be the Chairperson of the Selection Committee and shall be the senior trustee.

6. Scholarship Committee Chairperson shall acknowledge to all applicants the receipt of their application. Applicants will be informed that the recipients of the grant will be announced and presented at the BSA Troop 76 June Court of Honor.

7. Applicants must inform the Scholarship Committee Chairperson the name of the institution they have chosen to attend by May 15th
8. Grant recipients will receive the scholarship at Troop 76 June Court of Honor made out to the recipient’s choice of institution of higher education.

Scholarship Documents:

1. Application records and other pertinent materials shall be destroyed after three calendar years.
Administration of the Fund:

1. The Fund will be considered an activity of the Scholarship Committee.  The Treasurer of the Scholarship Committee shall maintain the financial records of the Fund and the funds received and disbursed. 

2. The five Trustees will administer the Fund and perform the duties within the scope of these bylaws. 

3. These bylaws shall be revised every three years or as needed, upon the recommendation of the majority of the Trustees.  The Trustees shall initiate the revisions and present any changes to the Del Greco Family and the Troop 76 Leadership.

4. The Treasurer of the Scholarship Committee shall present a financial report of the Fund indicating receipts, disbursements and balances on hand annually to the Trustees and the Del Greco Family.

5. Troop 76 shall not be responsible for conducting fundraising events for the scholarship Fund. 

6. While no expenses are anticipated, any expenses that are necessary to implement the grant program shall be paid from the Fund. 

Election and Duties of Trustees of the Scholarship Committee:

1. There will be five (5) Trustees

2. Each Trustee will serve a term of four (4) years.  The terms will be staggered in accordance with the attached schedule. Trustees will be eligible to serve an additional term if so approved by the majority of the Trustees.

3. If a Trustee is unable to complete his/her term, a new Trustee will be selected by the remaining Trustees to fill the remainder of that term.  This Trustee will be eligible to serve an additional term if so approved by the majority of the Trustees.

4. To be eligible to serve as a Trustee, all his or her children must have graduated from high school and he/she must be or must have been an active adult member in Troop 76.

5. A list of the Trustees will be furnished each September to Troop 76 and the Del Greco Family.
